The 10% passing rate is predicted proportional to actusl Civil Service Exam Results ranging from 10-18%. It
appears that even the simple lessons about percent (%) when put in a question like what is 0.05% of 2407 What
percent of 5/6 is 1/37 and especially when percent is put in the context of discount, discount rate, profit, population
growth rate and other similar word problems, the conceptual understanding appears a challenge.

We realized that we need 1o provide the learners a ladder towards attaining mastery starting from Elementary
Grade to Grade 12 by providing them a math competition according to the topics mastered and according to their
mathematics proficiency to even include the students having a grade of 75-79 (Developing) who are not usually
included during competitions. This set up is also the clamour of the coaches to allow their participants to participate
according to their levels. We also find it nobler if the teachers will be able to challenge these less performing
students, after all, they are the ones who need most of the benefits of CSE Mathematics in the future. It only during
the graduation ceremony this May 2024, u student who has a grade of 75-79 will be awarded a medal for joining
a CSE Math Competition, we believe it will motivate the parents and the community for them to support their
children towards academic consciousness or academic excellence. [tis also a way to close the disparity of privilege
not to leave behind those less performing learners when they are the ones needing most.

2. Distinction and Merit Awardees will receive e-certificates of recognition while participants with perforimance
rating below 60% will be given certificate of participation.

3. The medallists will receive medals and e-certificate of recognition.

4. The e-certificates will be linked to the Official Result so that the certificates are only valid when their names
can be found in the link written on the certiticate.

1. The total points based on the scoring above will be the basis in determining the top 30 Best Coaches.

2. The top 30 Best coaches will be per category. This means that a couch may receive a maximum of 5 medals if
he has entries in all levels. However, a coach needs to have a minimum of 15 participants per category if he intends
to join the top 30 best coaches in that category. It should be noted that the minimum of 15 participants will be
based from the successfully received entries in the Google form.

3. In case of tie in a certain rank (e.g. there are four coaches with the same score for top 1), the highest number of
entries will be used to break the tie. In case the coaches have the same number of entries, the average of all
participants will be used. In case all are even, the first to have registered will be the basis.
